As | write to you now the temperature is 10 degrees and the
snow is falling, it has been for days...very frigid. Robin and | enjoyed our Christmas with family and
friends in SC...and shared God’s ministry with two Upstate SC Churches. It was nice to be in the warmer
South with family and friends to celebrate our Savior’s birth.

On Saturday, December 5™ we stayed home to watch our Creator at work. Our first snow accumulated
4” it was very beautiful...every twig and branch was stacked with white fluffy snow. Out of our windows
we watched The Kentucky State Bird “The Cardinal” showed off his brilliant red color as the squirrel ate
berries atop of a Dogwood tree.

Saturday, December 12" was family Christmas day at Leatherwood School across Pine Mountain. It was
a great blessing for the volunteers of New Hope BC Seneca, SC and Northside Church, Floyds Knobs, IN
to assist FCM with this project. The Lord blessed ten families through these churches with refreshments
and the Good News of Jesus and His love for them. The families received several gifts for each family
member. There were: dolls, toys, clothes, skate boards, fishing rods, shoes, and other needed items.
Each family received two huge totes filled with staple food items, can foods, ham, sack of potatoes,
fresh vegetables, and more. These families did not expect to receive so much food and gifts. We stacked
all the children, food, and gifts in their cars. The children were very happy to hold the food and toys.
Some of the families needed assistance to carry/pack all the blessings home, so we delivered the items
or they made two trips. One volunteer mother of a teenage boy said, this changed her son’s life...as he
saw firsthand the living conditions at one house...holes in the floor and broken plumbing, dirty little girls
lined up on the dirty tattered sofa. The volunteer father wanted to help...but was not prepared for such
a job.

On Friday, December 18" nine church groups from KY, IL, NC, OH, and SC served. They delivered 900
Christmas shoebox gifts to four elementary schools and one apartment complex in four counties of
Eastern Kentucky. Wow, what a celebration it was for the children to receive a Christmas blessing. Tom
one of the deliverers said, he had a wonderful trip to Wallins Creek...He would be back! Tom and the
other groups let God use them to share the Gospel with the children and teachers. It was awesome to
listen, as the children sang “Happy Birthday” to Jesus. | noticed one of the teachers crying as they sang.
Everyone was touched. Praise Jesus!! One of the groups had a live nativity, after awhile they went out to
the children and shared Jesus’ love.

The Lord blessed five underserved families of Wallins with the true reason for Christmas...the Good
News of Christ; and with gifts for each family member. God provided in an extraordinary way and in His
perfect time...as His volunteers faithfully focused on the provider. God provided all the gifts a few days
before Friday. One mother was so grateful for the gifts...she shared her God given talents with the
group...she sang a couple of songs that she had written. As these faithful brothers and sisters travelled
from other states to bless the folks of Eastern Kentucky...they too were blessed!!



One may or may not believe in angels or God’s intervention...however, let me share our story. On Friday
the 18", the Principle of Arlie Boggs School told us that snow was in the forecast for 1:00 PM; so we met
with the children and gave them the Christmas shoebox gifts. After the groups returned from all the
schools to Solomon’s Porch in Lynch...the leaders decided to pack up and head home. Robin and |
packed up for Christmas and headed south too! We began our travel home to SC over Black
Mountain...the highest point in Kentucky; the snow had already accumulated 2”...very slippery on the
switchback roads. As we traveled over the KY Stateline into VA...the road was solid white...going into a
curve the van started sliding toward a guardrail...we called for the Lord to help, drive the van!! PTL! We
stop about three inches from the guardrail in the slush..we were stopped...in seconds, both of us
thought now what, how to get out...nobody around. But, our Lord answered our prayer! The van moved
up the slope from right to left back on the road...we looked at each other in amazement. | said did you
feel that? We went on down the mountain with thanksgiving and praise to God.

Our adventure continued toward Johnson City, TN which is normally less than a two hour drive. The
snow caught thousands off guard and unprepared on the Interstate Highways. The highways closed with
19 inches of snow at NC/TN Stateline, heavy snow had semi trucks jackknifed. Along, with thousands of
vehicles we sat still on | - 26 from 4:00 till 10:30...we finally moved and Robin called several motels
before she located a vacancy...we followed a snow plow that took our exit ramp to the motel. God is
good, He protects His children. | believe sometimes God slows us down to see His creation and trust in
Him. The snow was so beautiful.

In August 09 FCM put a plan in place for Christmas...to serve the children of Kentucky. After all the
preparation of the church volunteers was completed the gifts were delivered to the children...we all
were blessed and all said, Glory to God. Because it is all for His Kingdom!! Please pray for these parents
and school children as they read the Bibles they received...and may they respond to God’s calling.
