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In the New Year the mountains are white…from December 18th till January 17th snow covered 

us like a blanket. The local schools were closed for Christmas break and for two additional weeks of 

snow days; and the parents had fits, while the children grew bored. The parents were glad for the 

schools to re-open…to turn the children back over to the teachers to be re-trained and for their own 

sanity. The local folk missed the FC; they were glad to have us back with FC open to meet their needs. 

God blessed us with a break in the weather; but, as the snow began to melt…then the rain and flood 

warnings followed. However, we have enjoyed the beautiful Aqua-Blue waters that flowed down 

Looney Creek in Lynch.  

 

Robin and I went by Freedom Center after church service Sunday the 17th; as we entered the water 

had flooded from the broken commodes. Now we have broken water pipes…without plumbing it has 

made it difficult to serve our people. In mid winter, the cold mountains present ongoing challenges; 

keep the heat going and the pipes from freezing at home and at the FC. A tank of heating oil only last 

for two weeks…keeping the thermostat at 55 degrees. The oil furnaces are so old…they are called 

dinosaurs.  

 

The weekend of January 22nd five SC brothers came to Kentucky with servant hearts…they installed a 

propane HVAC unit donated to us and new ductwork in the mission house. On Monday the 23rd the 

propane company brought the tank and the propane gas followed and there was heat…PTL!! We are so 

grateful. Thanks to MT. Creek BC Anderson, SC and FBC Spartanburg, SC. The Lord blessed with a 

window of nice spring like weather for the job to be completed. It was awesome to have a few days of 

beautiful sunshine to thaw out.  

 

On Tuesday January 26th, Bob Shields poker player, a FC regular shopper came in and said his wife got 

saved at home over the weekend. I gave him a Bible for her and he said, I will read it too. Please pray 

for Bob’s salvation. Once in a while he attends FC Bible study! We are so excited to hear of changed 

lives…new believers!! 

 



In the evening of the 26th, we learned the news of Tommy Boggs, one of our homeless men, he passed 

from this life to his home in Heaven. Many of you knew him from Freedom Center and at local 

restaurants or just saw him as he walked the streets of Cumberland with his cane. We all clothed, fed 

Tommy and let him hang out with us. Today, he eats at the table that King Jesus has prepared and 

walks the streets of gold.  Others have gone home ahead of us…I think of my Daddy, family, and friends 

as we attend the funerals of Tommy and other friends. There is hope for us to see them again for Jesus 

promised: He is going to prepare a place for us and He is coming again to receive His children!! Live 

with urgency…share the Good News of Eternal Life! 

 

January 28th, During FC Bible study in Luke 16...Sandra Shepherd prayed for Jesus to forgive her sins 

and to be her Savior. I invited Sandra to our church and others said they would attend too. Please pray 

for her son and family. Some members of Cumberland Missionary Baptist Church have been on mission 

with us at Freedom Center. They have been an awesome help…they have prayed, talked, sang, and 

loved on the local folk.   

 

On Saturday January 30th with eight inches of snow on the ground and as the snow continued to fall, 

John and Melissa (Loaves and Fishes Ministry), Robin and I walked the streets of Lynch. We threw 

snowballs, made snow angels, laughed, and took pictures. That made the hot chocolate and warm 

clothes really nice when we returned home.  

 

Chariot Ride Taxi has also been on the go this month taking those in need to town to get kerosene, to 

the doctor and to the grocery store. Please pray for Lois as she raises her daughter’s (who is on drugs) 

four children ages 4,13,15, and 16.  

Over the past weeks, your Eastern Kentucky missionaries have served the folk in very difficult times: 
bone chilling weather, in illness, death of friends, supplied coats and blankets, assisted with electric 
bills, and other clothing and winter needs. We thank God for the call to the Appalachian Mountains.
