9:22 "I have become all things to all men, that I may
by all means save some.” In such a time of urgency that we live, build a doghouse...show Jesus' love
that one may be saved.

Also, in the pig pen was a pony
and a child's swing set. Yes, a swing set!

On Saturday March 27+th, after the FC warehouse was organized and sorted by Six Mile BC the
week before...Robin and T gather all the toys and games for a sidewalk toy give away...the children
and parents had a blast as they picked out free toys.

On Monday March 29th, FBC Henderson, KY served this week at FCM in the warehouse and the
shop...Big Daddy shared a history story of the Passover (it grabbed the folk's attention because
they like storytelling) and on Thursday the truth was shared of The RESURRECTION. We serve a
RISEN Savior! He is in the world today. We know that He is LIVING, whatever men may say.

The Girls in Action (6A’s) and their leaders from Oceanview BC Myrtle Beach, SC served at FC as
they planted flowers, hung-up baby clothes, and prayed with the people.
